1. Devotions and  Journaling

2. Book-Reading and Response

To prepare for this you have been given two books, one a Study Committee Report for the Christian Reformed Church called God’s Diverse and Unified Family, and the other The Justice Project, a collection of essays addressing biblically based social justice.
a. For January 19, read God’s Diverse and Unified Family and prepare a two page reflection on what it says, what you found helpful, and how it applies to your own church setting.

b. For February 2, read The Justice Project and prepare a 2 page explanation of what the Bible says about justice, and what it means for you as an individual, for the church, the mission of God, and the world at large.

Please note, you do not need to agree with these readings, but you do need to develop your own understanding of the issues they address.
3. Ministry Skills

Continue to work on your Personal Ministry Plan by filling out the “Ministry Team” (due Jan 19) and “Strategic Plan (due Feb 2) pages. 

In addition you are encouraged to have a cross-cultural experience by crossing a social, political or ethnic barrier. Some ideas: Attend a lecture or event that represents a different part of culture from your own, or an interest group (AIDS Awareness, Immigrant Support); visit a religious community with different beliefs than your own; meet with someone from a different culture, religion or race to learn more about their faith/background. Please do not take the easy route, go for something that will stretch you! Take someone with you if this is easier (your mentor?). Write a 1-2 page reflection on this experience.

b. Discuss the previous sessions, the Bible reading and journaling experience, and also your homework assignments.
